Lahore (PR): “The provincial assemblies around Pakistan turned into “markets for
trading horses and cattle” during the Senate elections.”

This was stated by the Ameer of Tanzeem e Islami, Hafiz_Aakif Saeed, during the Khitab e
Jumu’ah in Qur'an Academy, Lahore.

The Ameer said that it was evident from the fact that the party that secured most seats in the
recently held Senate elections, PML-N, lost out on the polls for the election of the Chairman and the
Deputy Chairman of the Upper House, which was proof that firstly the members of assemblies and
later the members of the Senate were “traded” and unhindered “buying and selling” of loyalties
occurred. The Ameer remarked that the institution of Senate had been established according to the
1973 Constitution in order to balance out the reality that smaller provinces suffered in national
decision making, if only the voice of members of the lower house had weight. He, however,
lamented that factually speaking, the Senate of Pakistan neither had any mentionable authority to
make decisions nor did it enjoy any administrative role. The Ameer said that the truth was that a
poor country like Pakistan did not have the luxury to afford sustaining a toothless institution like the
Senate. The Ameer added that ills like dishonesty and selling loyalty had pervaded from the ruling
elite into the entire fabric of our nation and people, en masse, were willing to sacrifice everything
and do anything for the “right” figure. He remarked that all these were indications that a system
based on falsehood was doomed to its logical downfall. He stated that it was impossible that
successful results could be achieved by embracing a system based on falsehood and that notion
was utterly false. The Ameer warned that if dishonesty and corruption continued to soar, then that
could turn into more than just a security threat and could well become a severe existential threat to
our country. He concluded by reminding that time had still not run out for us to revert to the Islamic
System of Social Justice, thus paving the way for our success in this world and in the Hereafter.
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
