Seminar on the topic “Istehkam e Pakistan?” held under the auspices of
Tanzeem-e-Islami

Lahore (PR): “Pakistan was created on the basis of Islam and Istehkam e Pakistan can only be achieved
through the establishment of the Islamic System in the country. This country was granted divinely to us by
virtue of the special benevolence of Allah (SWT) and the spiritual support of the Messenger of Allah (SAAW),
yet we have continuously betrayed the Deen of Allah (SWT) thus becoming mutineers in the sight of the
Almighty (SWT) and consequently this detestable attitude of ours has led to the wrath of Allah (SwWT),
including political, economic and socio-cultural instability in the country. The only way to bring stability in
the country once again is to become sincere loyalists of Allah (SWT) and His Messenger (SAAW).”

This was stated by the Ameer of Tanzeem e Islami, Hafiz_Aakif Saeed, in his presidential address of the seminar
entitled “Istehkam e Pakistan?” held under the auspices of Tanzeem e Islami at Qur'an Auditorium, Lahore. The
Ameer remarked that due to our constant betrayal of Allah (SWT) and His Messenger (SAAW) we had lost one-half of our
country (former East Pakistan) almost four decades ago and were now facing severe instability in what remains of
Pakistan, which had led to circumstances similar to 1971 in our country. Moreover, the country was inching towards
economic bankruptcy and the “intoxication” of borrowing (debt) had made us economic slaves of the “global powers”,
He added. He said that all these factors had contributed to uncertainty about our freedom, sovereignty and dignity as a
nation, which has not only put the security of the country at great risk but also resulted in serious existential threats to
Pakistan. The Ameer concluded by insisting that the only solution to all these problems was for us to become sincere
devotees of Allah (SWT) and His Messenger (SAAW) and take steps to make possible the establishment of the genuine
Islamic System in the country.

While addressing the seminar, the Markazi Nazim of the Press and Publications Section of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Ayub Baig
Mirza, said that Pakistan was the only state in the world that was created on the basis of Islam, after the great State of
Madinah that was established more than fourteen centuries ago. He said that it was only Istam that unified the people of
Bengal with the Pathans of Peshawar in a single state (Pakistan), albeit living a thousand mile apart, whereas in terms of
race, color, culture and ethnicity the people of West Bengal (that became part of India) were closer to the people of East
Bengal (former East Pakistan)! He concluded by remarking that it was Islam that unified us as a nation by erasing all
ethnic, linguistic and regional disputes back then and it is only Islam that can lead to Istehkam e Pakistan today.

While expressing his views in the seminar, renowned journalist, writer and columnist, Qayyum Nizami congratulated the
leadership and members of Tanzeem-e-Isiami by saying that today, when the country was facing a plethora of internal
and external challenges, Tanzeem-e-Islami had done a worthy service to the nation by holding the Istehkam e Pakistan
seminar. He also remarked that instead of getting sidetracked by ideological debates, we should focus on the lives and
character of the Father of the Nation (Quaid-e-Azam) and the Ideologue of the Nation (Allama Igbal) for guidance.

While addressing the seminar, Engineer Mukhtar Hussain Faroogi of Tanzeem-e-Islami said that Pakistan came into
existence on 27 Ramadan, while the Lahore Resolution (1940) was passed around 12 Rabi’ al-Awwal, which clearly
indicated that Pakistan has a special connection with Islam, Qur’an and the Holy Prophet (SAAW). He noted that it was a
demand of history and the natural (Divine) order of things for such a nation to exist that would make the Deen of Allah
(SWT) dominant over all rival systems, so that it could be a model of a genuine Islamic State in the modern age for others
to behold. He lamented that our country, today, was facing severe instability because we had not fulfilled our
obligations towards the Deen of Allah (SWT). He remarked that Istehkam e Pakistan would only be achieved when we
started fulfilling our obligations towards the Deen of Allah (SWT).

While addressing the seminar, Shujauddin Sheikh of Tanzeem-e-Islami said almost 70 years ago, although we were
Muslims, yet we had become divided by various ethnic, linguistic and sectarian conflicts, at which point this country,
created on the basis of Islam, unified us as one nation. The need of the hour for us all was to become unified again for
the sake of this country. He noted that the Deen of Islam demanded dominance over all rival systems. He also said that
Allah (SWT) has commanded the Muslims to enter into Islam completely (and perfectly). He noted that the fundamental
reason for the lack of Istehkam e Pakistan today was that we were willing to act only upon selective parts of the Deen
(according to our own whims), however, we wanted to keep the bulk of the Deen of Allah (SWT) separated from the
affairs of the state and the collective matters that entailed therein.

While expressing his views in the seminar, renowned journalist, writer and columnist, Dr. Muhammad Sharif Nizami
remarked that English language and the curriculum taught were the main reasons for our departure from the Ideology
that was behind the creation of this country. Hence, he remarked further, that apart from Islam, the second thing that
could lead to Istehkam e Pakistan was Urdu language.
