Lahore (PR): “The nation must reflect retrospectively on this Pakistan Day about the
degree to which the objectives of creating the country have been achieved.”

This was stated by the Ameer of Tanzeem e Islami, Hafiz_Aakif Saeed, during the Khitab e
Jumu’ah in Qur'an Academy, Lahore.

The Ameer lamented the painful truth that we had not practically implemented an iota of the slogan
“Pakistan ka Matlab Kya? La lllaha ill Allah!” raised during the Pakistan Movement, but had
instead retreated on the issue of enforcing Islam in the country. He noted that loud voices of
“secularism” and “liberalism” were being raised in the country and all symbols of Islamic identity
were being candidly mocked. Consequently, political instability was, today, rife in the country. On
the economic front, our country is approaching bankruptcy, while the social values of the nation had
reached such a low that not only our rulers but the masses of the country, too, had become slaves
of the modern Western civilization, he remarked.

The Ameer said that due to this ideological departure, we are gravely concerned regarding the
security of the country. He insisted that in our considered opinion, time has not yet run out for us to
make a sincere resolution to revert to the vows that we had made to Allah (SWT) during the
Pakistan Movement and leave no stone unturned in removing all obstacles that stand in that path
with utmost courage and perseverance, even if, temporarily, we had to face severe hardships while
doing so. The Ameer concluded by warning that the present path that our entire nation had chosen
to follow was the complete opposite of achieving Istehkam-e-Pakistan and had, in fact, caused
serious danger not only to the security of the country but also created a real existential threat for
Pakistan.
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
