Lahore (PR): “We will have to protect our Islamic rubrics and practices under any
and all circumstances.”

This was stated by the Ameer of Tanzeem e Islami, Hafiz_Aakif Saeed, during the Khitab e
Jumu’ah in Qur'an Academy, Lahore.

The Ameer expressed deep concern about the verified news that in response to the demand of the
United Nations (UN) regarding establishing a “free sex” society (with mutually consensual sex out of
wedlock neither being a felony nor a sin) in the country, Pakistan had responded by penning
“officially noted”, thus by replying in positive our government had indicated that it would take “steps
and measures” towards that end. The Ameer remarked that the same demand had previously been
made by the UN in 2008 during the rule of Pakistan People Party, which the government of PPP
had strictly rejected. He lamented that ten years on, the government of PML-N was blatantly
violating the edicts of Islam by accepting such sinister and un-Islamic recommendations.

While commenting on the incident in which a U.S. diplomat had run his vehicle over a young man,
the Ameer posed the question that did “Diplomatic Immunity” give attachés of foreign countries a
virtual “license to kill”? The Ameer noted that during the Musharraf regime, the ex-Dictator had not
only treated the Ambassador of Afghanistan, Mullah Zaeef, with flagrant impunity but had also
extradited him to the U.S., breaching all diplomatic norms in the process.

While commenting on the sit-in staged by Tehreek Labbaik Ya Rasool Allah (TLYRA), the Ameer
stated that despite our disagreement with the language and tone used by TLYRA, Tanzeem-e-
Islami considered it necessary to make it clear that promises and agreements made with anyone
must always be honored. By eventually submitting to the demands made by TLYRA, our
government has made an absolute mockery of itself, as they tried to drag the matter out that
resulted in disgrace and when that did not work they had to give in to the demands with equal
disgrace! The Ameer concluded by advising that those in power ought to make decisions based on
wisdom, insight, prudence and restraint, especially when dealing with complicated situations.
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
