Lahore (PR): “The condition of “Sadiq” and Ameen” endorsed and revitalized for all
election candidates by the Supreme Court of Pakistan is a praiseworthy step.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem e Islami, Hafiz Aakif Saeed, in a statement. The Ameer
said that the decision made by the previous assembly to remove any need for a sworn statement or
affidavit for election candidates was unjust and biased, along with being detrimental for the nation
as a whole. He added that it would have made easy for corrupt and immoral people to take control
of the assemblies. The country, he remarked, was already under siege by the ruling elite of Pakistan
and being looted and plundered without shame. The Ameer said that under these circumstances
allowing the ruling elite to contest the general elections without any check and balance, as proposed
in the election form approved a few months back, would have been nothing short of giving a license
to loot and plunder the country further. He said that thanks to the decision of the Supreme Court it
appeared now that the country had been saved from further erosion in that particular context. The
Ameer reiterated the need to have such strict laws and other measures of accountability in place in
order to keep the candidates for elections honest to their faults at all times.

While condemning the “water war” being waged by India against Pakistan, the Ameer said that by
blatantly violating all international agreements and procedures including the Indus Water Treaty of
1960, India was responsible for usurping the basic rights of the masses of Pakistan and committing
an unembellished crime against humanity. He said that India had actively threatened the national
security of our country by building the Kishanganga and other dams and it was the responsibility of
the government and state institutions of Pakistan to raise voice against this atrocity at all
international forums and use all diplomatic and other measures in order to defeat the nefarious
designs of the Indian government. The Ameer concluded by stressing the importance for Pakistan
to build dams on an emergency basis as well as to develop a comprehensive Water Policy.
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
