Lahore (PR): “It is incumbent on all Muslims to always make mention of the
Companions (RA) of the Holy Prophet (SAAW) with great esteem and veneration,
along with being extremely careful in choice of words when doing so.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Hafiz Aakif Saeed, in a statement, while
commenting on a recent address to the nation by Prime Minister Imran Khan. The Ameer noted that
no Head of the State ought to say anything without weighing words first and doing accurate
research on the matter at hand, let alone the Head of an Islamic State uttering such incorrect,
historically fallacious and insulting expressions about the Companions (RA) of the Holy Prophet
(SAAW). The Ameer remarked that in the Battle of Badr, the Companions (RA) engaged in the
historic battle between Truth and Falsehood without any prior notice of war and the 313
Companions (RA) who accompanied the Holy Prophet (SAAW) had neither prepared nor equipped
themselves for the battle in advance. They neither had the appropriate equipment of war nor any
cavalry accompanying them. They had swords that could be counted on the fingers of a hand and
despite all that, Allah (SWT) granted them with an obvious and sublime victory. The Ameer said that
in the same way distorting the historical facts regarding the Battle of Uhud and using offensive
words such as ‘looting’ is vehemently condemnable on the part of PM Khan. The Ameer said that
PM Imran Khan had demonstrated pronounced ignorance by making such statements, played with
the emotions of the 220 million Muslims of the country and raised serious question marks on his
narrative of making Pakistan a reflection of the ‘Riyasat-e-Madinah’.The Ameer remarked by
guestioning that how come someone who is unable to provide due esteem and veneration to those
(RA) who created that Riyasat-e-Madinah be able to understand the real significance and the
revered status of the Riyasat-e-Madinah itself? The Ameer concluded by advising the Prime
Minister of Pakistan to consult with righteous and distinguished religious scholars before giving
religious references in his speeches so that he and his team members could be saved from offering
explanations, excuses and interpretations to the ‘real meaning’ of his words, later.
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
