Lahore (PR): “The Government must remain extremely vigilant to stop the evil efforts
of the Qadianis to sabotage the education curriculum.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Hafiz Aakif Saeed, in a statement.The Ameer
noted that the Punjab Government had recently taken notice against a private publisher, who had,
without any permission, changed and tried to tamper with the Ideology of the Seal of Prophethood
with malevolent intentions in the textbook of Pakistan Studies for Grade 9,by recalling and
confiscating all the forged books from the market and also lodged an F.l.R. against the private
publisher.
