India has had to face the worst kind of shame in the
Kulbhushan Jadhav case.

Lahore (PR): “India has had to face the worst kind of shame in the Kulbhushan
Jadhav case.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Hafiz Aakif Saeed, in a statement. The Ameer
noted that the Intemational Court of Justice (ICJ) has rejected the Indian plea that the spy
(Kulbhushan Jadhav) be released by Pakistan into Indian custody. The ICJ has also dismissed the
Indian plea that the military courts of Pakistan did not have the jurisdiction to hear the case (of
Kulbhushan Jadhav) and that it ought to be transferred to a civilian court. The ICJ had, however,
recommended in the verdict that Pakistan should grant consular access to the convicted spy
according to the Vienna Convention, as both Pakistan and India are signatories to the Vienna
Convention. The Ameer remarked that, in fact, the Vienna Convention was adopted for matters
related to prisoners of war and not to provide relief to spies. Moreover, the Ameer queried, how
could a person entering a country on a fake passport from a ‘third country’ be granted consular
access to a ‘second country'?

While commenting on the verdict given by the Intemational Centre for Settlement of Investment
Disputes (ICSID) of the World Bank in the ReqoDiq case, the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami said that
ICSID had slapped the heftiest fine in its history on Pakistan in the case. He lamented that the
burden of responsibility for this unfortunate verdict falls more on ‘people within our country than
‘people outside of our country’, because it is the incompetence and criminal negligence of our own
that has causedthe nation this immense loss. He added that, in fact, pronounced suffering has been
caused to the masses of Baluchistan due to the verdict of this case. The Prime Minister of Pakistan
has formed a commission to investigate the ReqoDiq fiasco and identify all those who are actually
responsible for it. The Ameer concluded by emphasizing that it is necessary for the commission to
identify those actually responsible for this criminal act by thoroughly investigating this matter and
once theresponsibility and guilt of those who damaged the national interest has been established,
the auilty ouaht to be aiven exactina punishment.
