This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Hafiz Aakif Saeed, in a statement. The Ameer
noted that when Prime Minister Imran Khan had not come to power yet and was in the opposition,
he used to give lectures on the subject that in Europe if any mishap occurs in the public sector, the
minister or the person in charge of the responsible department immediately resigns even if the
incumbent of the post is not directly liable for the tragedy.The Ameer added that the people of
Pakistan are anxiously waiting for the resignation of the Federal Minister for Railways, Sheikh
Rasheed Ahmad. The Ameer remarked that dozens of train accidents have occurred during the last
year or so in which there has been a massive loss of innocent lives, yet Sheikh Rasheed has not
taken any responsibility for this failure of epic proportions. He asserted that if the Federal Minister
for Railways, Sheikh Rasheed Ahmad, does not resign from the position himself then the Prime
Minister ought to sack him. The Ameer said that a majority of the people who lost their lives in the
Rahim Yar Khan Train tragedy were on their way to attend aTableegi ljfimah (Religious Moot). Since
they had left their homes for that purpose, their martyrdom amounts to martyrdom in the way of
Allah (SWT). The Ameer supplicated that may Allah (SWT) bestow upon them lofty ranks in paradise
and grant forbearance to their bereaved families. Aameen! The Ameer said that the passengers,
too, must always act cautiously when they are travelling on public transport and avoid the use of
inflammable and incendiary materials inside constricted spaces, such as the compartments of a
train.

While vehemently condemning the Indian decision to divide Occupied Kashmir into two Union
Termritories on a pemanent basis, the Ameer lamented that while India was adamant on giving
permanence to its illegitimate and inhumane laws pertaining to Occupied Kashmir (Jammu, Valley
and Ladakh), yet the conscience of the world was, as usual, in stasis. He said that both Pakistan
and China had rightly responded by declaring in the United Nations that this illegitimate and
unlawful division of Occupied Kashmir was totally unacceptable. The Ameer pointed out that the
print media of India had itself condemned the recent visit by a group of anti-Islam and anti-Muslim
MPs of the European Union (EU) to Occupied Kashmir on the invitation of PM Modi by commenting
that the Modi Regime had invited these far-right and bigoted MPs of the EU to conceal the atrocities
and brutalities being perpefrated in Occupied Kashmir — a treacherous plan that had failed
miserably yet again. The Ameer said that the Kashmiris and Pakistan still need to do a lot of work
for the freedom of Occupied Kashmir to materialize. The Ameer concluded by advising that Pakistan
ought to sort out its internal problems as soon as possible so that we could focus on providing
assistance to the freedom struggle of Kashmiris with full emphasis.
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
