Lahore (PR): “Students’ Unions should be restored and allowed to become active,
only with certain preconditions.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Hafiz Aakif Saeed, in a statement. The Ameer
noted that before allowing students’ unions to become active again, the reasons for banning them in
the past must be thoroughly reflected upon. The fact of the matter is that students’ unions had
converted the colleges and universities throughout Pakistan into theaters of war in the past. Political
parties had created their students’ wings in educational institutions and the students had become
involved in furthering the agenda of their respective political parties, due to which the environment
of hostility and belligerence had become prevalent in the educational institutions of Pakistan, the
Ameer added. The dignity of teachers was regularly trampled and Vice Chancellors of educational
institutions used to receive constant threats from students’ unions. The Ameer said that if a strict
code of conduct is implemented and discipline is rigorously observed then there would be no ham
in restoring the students’ unions.

The Ameer expressed astonishment that during the recent students’ movement in Pakistan why did
the students cover themselves in red outfits and why were the slogans of “Asia is Red” chanted,
when communism and socialism (leftist ideologies) had become defunct and buried even in those
countries which were once considered the cradles of these ideologies. He said that slogans raised
against the blasphemy laws (Section 295-C of the Pakistan Penal Code)during the protest
movement had proved that the participants of this movement were, in fact, proponents of antiHslam
ideologies and notions. Moreover, the participation of rogue elements linked to ManzoorPashteen in
the movement had made the entire episode of the students’ movement suspicious and put their
loyalty to the state in question. Some of the slogans that resonated in the movement also showed
that the students’ movement had the full support of such NGOs that were trying to destroy the social
system of our country through social engineering. The Ameer remarked that it appeared that the
enemies of Islam wanted to create chaos and instability in Pakistan and were using these so-called
‘students’ to achieve their sinister objectives. The Ameer stated categorically that while there is no
doubt that students’ unions should be restored, however, it ought to be ensured that anti-Islam and
anti-Pakistan elements do not get the opportunity under any circumstance to sneak into them. The
Ameer concluded by asserting that we must never forget that Pakistan is an Islamic ldeological
State, therefore it is imperative to strengthen the ideological foundations of our country in order to
provide it resolute and lastina stabilitv.
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
