Lahore (PR): “The champions of establishing a replica of Riyasat-e-Madinah could
not tolerate merely one decree of Allah (SWT).”

The Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Hafiz Aakif Saeed, lamented that those who are the advocates of
establishing a replica of Riyasat-e-Madinah in Pakistan have demonstrated appalling intolerance
(towards the commandments of Islam) by uprooting a billboard erected in a conspicuous area of
Rawalpindi that displayed a manifest edict of Allah (SWT) in the form of a verse from the Holy
Quran. Neither was there any political agenda involved, nor even the slightest trace of sectarianism
in the advertisement; instead the billboard diverted the attention of Muslims to avoid immodesty and
indecency — an important social issue that needs to be addressed — by shunning the use of images
of women as a tool in advertisements, in light of the following verse of the Holy Qur’an,

“Indeed, those who like that immorality should be spread [or publicized] among those who
have believed will have a painful punishment in this world and the Hereafter. And Allah
knows and you do not know.”(Translation)

The Ameer asserted that we believe that such reprehensible actions are part of the hybrid warfare
being imposed on Pakistan in order to wreck the religious norms of our Islamic society. We
vehemently condemn such disgraceful actions, he added, because if the streets and highways of
Pakistan and India start to look similar today, then the momentous sacrifice of life, property and
dignity given by the Muslims of the subcontinent to achieve Pakistan would become meaningless. In
fact, the Ameer remarked, such repulsive measures amount to the desecration of the Ideology of
Pakistan.

While expressing grief on the loss of life and property in Azad Kashmir due to the massive
snowstorm and the resulting avalanche, the Ameer said that it was not just the responsibility of the
govemment of Azad Kashmir, but that of the Federal govemment too to swifty manage the
emergency rescue operations in order to provide relief to those affected and provide adequate
medical care to the injured. He said that there ought to be no negligence in providing monetary
assistance to those whose houses and shops have been destroyed in the incident. The Ameer
concluded by stating that this is the entittement of the public and the obligation of the government.
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
