Lahore (PR): “Extending the ‘lockdown’ further will give rise to dangerous problems
and perilous repercussions.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Hafiz Aakif Saeed, in a statement. He noted that
although taking prudent and essential precautionary measures to stem the spread of the
Coronavirus pandemic is appropriate and necessary, yet prolonging lockdown in a poor country
such as Pakistan for an indefinitely long period would be synonymous to imposing starvation,
paucity and poverty in the country. He remarked that provided the masses remain employed and
able to earn, then fighting the pandemic would also be realistically possible.

The Ameer expressed deep concem and resentment on reports that some elements of district
administration and police had grossly mistreated certain members of the Tablighi Jamaat. He also
appealed to our brethren of the Tablighi Jamaat to keep abiding by the law and ensure that they do
not arrange moots and gatherings until the pandemic is over.

The Ameer asserted that given the precarious situation, while the Muslims can be urged and
advised to offer their prayers at home, however, enforcing the closure of mosques and imposing a
sort of ‘curfew’ during the timings of the Friday congregational prayer is vehemently condemnable.
He remarked that it is a welcome development to unseal and reopen the construction industry so
that daily wagers and salaried staff could get work, however the Centers of Spirituality (i.e.,
mosques) ought to be opened for the general public as a first priority.

He said that regardless whether this pandemic is a wrath of Allah (SWT) or a man-made malevolent
and evil mischief, the fact remains that it is not possible for the pandemic to have originated and
spread without the Will of Allah (SWT), therefore, it is imperative for all Muslims in general, and
particularly those affiliated with religious organizations and parties, to strengthen their bond with
Allah (SWT) and repent to seek forgiveness for our sins. In addition, it is necessary for all of us to
help our impoverished and needy near and dear ones as well as our neighbors, according to our
capacity, during these difficult times. The Ameer concluded by supplicating that we entreat Allah
(SWT) to provide us His (SWT) succor and deliverance from this calamity.
