This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Hafiz Aakif Saeed, in a statement. He noted that
IN emergency situations, Muslims can be urged and advised to offer obligatory prayers at home,
however, It cannot be prolonged for an extended period of time. The mosques In Pakistan have had
been closed for the masses for almost 15 days. It is imperative that when the government eases the
lockdown for various industrial and trading concerns, from the 14" of April, the utmost priority be given
to the opening of the mosques. The government must not forget that severing the relationship
between the Muslim and the Mosque is not only detrimental from a religious point of view, but will also
lead to terrible consequences from a worldly perspective. The gathering for obligatory congregational
prayers of Muslims in mosques five times a day results in the solution to many of their economic and
social problems. To top it all, he said, the fact of the matter is that the mosque is ‘The House of Allah
(SWT)'. We ought to knock at the door of "'The House of Allah (SWT)’ to plead for His (SWT) mercy.
We need to entreat with utmost humbleness for His (SWT) succor, seek forgiveness for our sins and
prostrate before HIm (SWT) In order to be eligible for His (SWT) pleasure. TIrials, tribulations and
pandemics are signs of the wrath of Allah (SWT) as well as a Divine way of testing our faith. Provided
that Allah (SWT) is pleased with us, Muslims would be blessed with benefit of all sorts, from all
directions. InshaAllah!

The Ameer asserted that the lockdown enforced in the country, too, ought to be lifted now, because
the poor and the middle classes are being crushed acutely because of it. The Holy month of Ramadan
IS nigh and the Muslims must be given the opportunity to fully prepare for it, which would only be

possible when the lockdown ends.

The Ameer expressed deep anguish and concern on the demographic changes being administered
by the Indian government in Occupied Kashmir, in guise of the coronavirus pandemic, calling it a

reprehensible act. He remarked that these steps being taken by the Modi regime are not only unethical
and Immoral In every sense, but also blatantly in violation to the very definition of basic human rights.

He said that if the world did not act today to stop India from this state-sponsored terrorism, then
devastations of such magnitude would be withessed in the future that the world would not be able to

cope with or endure them. He said that Pakistan ought to make every possible effort with full force to
stop India from committing such atrocities, otherwise the peace of our region could be devastated
once again.
