Lahore (PR): “The decision to make mandatory the ability to read Quran with
translation for getting a university degree ought to be implemented.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Hafiz_Aakif Saeed, in a statement. He said that
the decision had been made in a meeting of the Governor of Punjab with the Vice Chancellors of all
chartered universities that no student would be awarded a university degree in the future until he/she
does not achieve the ability to read the Qur'an with translation on his/her own. He noted that this was
a very appreciable decision, however, since then no practical action has been taken for its
implementation. He remarked that no one should misconstrue that this would amount to some sort of
‘extra demand’, because this is a basic responsibility of the government, according to article 31 of the
constitution. In fact, if the government does not take steps to enable the Muslims of Pakistan,
individually and collectively, to order their lives in accordance with the fundamental principles and
basic concepts of Islam, then it would be a blatant violation of article 31 of our constitution. The Ameer
remarked that it would not be easy to do so until the Muslims of Pakistan achieve the ability to read
and grasp the Book of Allah (SWT) on their own without the assistance of a translation done by
someone else.

While vehemently condemning and lamenting the callous incident of sexual harassment of teenage
girl students by male teacher(s) in a private school of Lahore, the Ameer said that, in fact, such
incidents occur as a logical consequence of our betrayal and unwillingness to follow the teachings of
Allah (SWT) and His (SWT) Messenger (SAAW). He remarked that Islam commands us to observe
‘Satr and Hijab’ (covering the body according to Islamic Shariah) and ‘Pardah’ (veil/shroud), while
declaring mixed gatherings in the society (where segregation of sexes is not observed) as a poison
ivy for any society. He said that our educational institutions have, in fact, become ‘business concerns’,
where only material economic benefits are considered, instead of being places for the correct
upbringing, purification and nurturing of the youth into good human beings, as a result of which
incidents and episodes of this shocking kind keep occurring. The Ameer concluded by lamenting that
the entire flock appears to have been corrupted and no partial effort for improvement can be
successful, therefore, the need of the hour is to usher in a complete and comprehensive Islamic
Revolution for the cause.
