Lahore (PR): “The passing of the Tahaffuz-e-Bunyad-e-Islam (Protecting the
Foundations of Islam) Bill 2020, by the Punjab Assembly is praiseworthy.”

This was said by the spokesperson of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Mirza Ayub Baiq, in a statement. He noted
that although this action had been taken after a long wait and delay, yet “better late than never”.
According to this law, the DGPR will have the authority to confiscate from anywhere in the market any
material in violation to the fundamental teachings of Islam, whether found in the form of curriculum
books or any other written material, and the authority to get a criminal case registered regarding the
matter. This law will be applicable to all public and private educational institutions. Moreover,
according to this law, all ‘imported books’ will also have to go through mandatory scrutiny. He said
that this law would lend added protection to ‘Khatm-e-Nabuwat (Seal of the Prophethood) and
‘Sha’air-e-Islam’ (Islamic Symbols). According to newspaper reports, this law is in vogue concurrently
and a lot of material in violation to the fundamental teachings of Islam has been confiscated and
removed from the market. He demanded that along with protecting the foundations of Islam, the
government ought to start moving towards practically implementing Islam in the country.

The spokesperson of Tanzeem-e-Islami vehemently condemned the statement made by the federal
minister of Science and Technology, Fawad Chaudhry, in an interview that he has asked religious
scholars to try and understand that science and technology do not have anything to do with religion.
He said that such a statement by a Muslim shows that he, unfortunately, lacks even a superficial study
and grasp of the Holy Qur'an. Otherwise he would have recognized how the advancements in science
and technology have illuminated the Divine Authenticity and Truth of the Holy Quran. He said that
the federal minister should know that the Holy Qur'an fully encompasses the ontology and
epistemology of corporeal as well as transcendental subjects of knowledge. A plethora of eminent
non-Muslim scientists have used the majestic verses of the Holy Quran as reference in their written
works and spoken words in the fields of science and technology. He concluded by bemoaning that
every good Muslim feels embarrassed and mortified by this absurd statement made by Fawad
Chaudhry.
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
