Lahore (PR): “Extrajudicial killing inside a courtroom has put a question mark over the
Justice System of Pakistan.”

This was said by the spokesperson of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Mirza Ayub Baig, while commenting on
the shooting to death (and condemnation to the Hellfire) of a blasphemer of the Holy Prophet (saaw)
inside a courtroom in Peshawar. He said that although it is not laudable for any citizen to take the law
into his own hands, however, it is necessary to reflect on the reason why the situation reaches that
tipping point. If our ‘elite’, our legislative institutions, our executive and our judiciary sit together and
analyze the circumstances with rectitude, in profound detail and with the will to improve, then such
steps can be taken which ensure that no person even considers taking the law into his own hands.
For instance, it can be ensured that there is no prejudice when implementing law with regards to
social status of the masses. Moreover, when every citizen believes and practically sees that the
culprit, be it the head of the state, or someone supported and backed by world powers, is being
brought to justice in the court of law, then no person would even consider the ‘need’ to take the law
into his own hands. He remarked that if the government, instead of contemplating on the demand of
the secular and liberal sections of scraping article 295-C, concentrated on making that particular law
essentially and fully operational and the blasphemers of the Holy Prophet (SAAW) were awarded
exemplary punishments as prescribed by the law, then no citizen would take the law into his own
hands. He concluded by stating that when that happens then not only would the rule of law be
established, but, more importantly, no one would ever dare to desecrate and blaspheme against the
lofty station and esteem of the Holy Prophet (SAAW).
