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“When would the Ideology of Pakistan be practically

implemented in our country?”

Lahore (PR): “When would the Ideology of Pakistan be practically implemented in our
country?”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in his message to the nation
on the Independence Day of Pakistan. The Ameer remarked it has been seventy-three (73) years
since the creation of the God-Given State of Pakistan, yet not only has Pakistan been unable to reach
its destination, the nation has failed miserably in determining its true destination in the first place. This
has happened despite the fact that the Muslims of the subcontinent gave momentous sacrifices of life
and wealth in order to acquire this land (Pakistan), so that the Muslims could spend their lives
according to the pristine ‘Just Islamic System’ of Islam. They had to fight an extensive and long battle
against the ruling colonial British Empire and the bigoted Hindus in order to achieve that. An enormous
number of Muslims migrated from the Indian part of the subcontinent to Pakistan and tolerated the
plights and distresses of all kinds during that exodus solely for the reason of leaving a ‘Dar-ul-Kufr’
(Land of infidel domination) to reach a ‘Dar-ul-Islam’ (Land of Islamic domination).

The Ameer noted that in the beginning, the correct direction of the nascent state was also ascertained
by the passing of the Objectives Resolution. Moreover, 31 eminent religious scholars of all religious
schools of thought agreed upon 22 points for the establishment of Islam in the country and presented
in no unclear terms a roadmap to the government for making the country a genuine Islamic State.
However, after the martyrdom of the first Prime Minister, Liaquat Ali Khan, everything went into a
reverse gear. Today we are faced with the situation that the Western-minded and influenced liberal
sections of our nation adamantly and vociferously deny the very fact that Pakistan was created for
establishing the Islamic System in the country. They fabricate many false elucidations and incorrect
explanations of the speech made by the Quaid-e-Azam on 11 August 1947 to falsely support their
baseless claim for a secular system in Pakistan, despite the fact that while addressing the Karachi
Bar Association on 25 January 1948, the Quaid-e-Azam had clearly called such elements
‘mischievous’ who were declaring that the Shariat-e-Muhammadi (SAAW) would not be established in
Pakistan.

The Ameer noted that it is imperative for the nation to renew its true vows and practically prove that
the destiny of Pakistan is linked with Islam alone (period!). He cautioned that those elements who are
against moulding Pakistan into a genuine Islamic State are, deliberately or unintentionally, trying to
undermine and terminate the very raison d'étre for the creation of Pakistan. Therefore, the Ameer
said, that it is not just the national but also the Deeni (religious) obligation of every Muslim to
participate in the struggle for the establishment of such an Islamic System in Pakistan that is as close
of a reflection as possible to the Khilafat-e-Rashida (The Rightly-Guided Caliphate). The Ameer
concluded by stating that the fact of the matter is that the success of the Muslims of Pakistan, in this
world and in the Hereafter, resides only in establishing the genuine Islamic System of Collective
Justice and Welfare in the country.
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
