Lahore (PR): “Assisting those affected by torrential rain and flood is not only our
national but also our religious obligation.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-lslami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in a statement. He said that
although torrential rain is a portent of Divine affliction/wrath and the loss of life and property during
such times cannot be totally eliminated, yet such losses could have been reduced as much
ashumanly possible through good governance and disaster management. While refemring, in
particular, to the heavy damages sustained in Karachi, he noted that had the water canals and
conduits been cleaned regularly and promptly, and had the corrupt elements among the ruling elite
not allowed encroachments and illegal constructions, the poor masses would not have had to face
this appalling situation. The local, provincial and federal governments ought to take such steps
immediately that ensure that the masses do not fall prey to the dreadfulimpact of similar natural
disasters in the future.This must be done regardless of the extent of ‘political capital’ lost by the
ruling elite and they must care for the collective benefit of all peoples (the masses), instead of just
their own voters and vote bank.

While commenting on the visit by a delegation of the Afghan Taliban to Pakistan, the Ameer
remarked that, with the benevolence and succor of Allah (sw7), the Afghan Taliban have won the
war against USA in the battlefield, which has forced America tonegotiate a peace deal with the
Afghan Taliban. Pakistan ought not to put pressure on the Afghan Taliban to accept any illicit
demand of USA or the current Afghan administration, now. The Kabul regime must release all
prisoners, as agreed in the USA-Afghan Taliban deal, so that the path for an Intra-Afghan Dialogue
is paved in order to achieve lasting peace and stability in Afghanistan. The Ameer concluded by
warning that if the US does not stop its intrigues and keeps causing hurdles in the path of peace in
Afghanistan, then the consequences would be devastating and extremely destructive for both the
US and the puppet Afghan regime, and the longing for peace in Afghanistan would not be realized,
because without the establishment of a genuine and pure Islamic Government in Afghanistan the
ultimate goal of the Afghan Taliban would not have been achieved for which they will keep striving
to their utmost.
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
