Lahore (PR): “The report issued by Transparency International is a matter of great
shame and disgrace for the government.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, while commenting on the

recently published report on global corruption index by the Transparency International. The Ameer
noted that the incumbent government had assumed power on the slogan of ‘eradicating corruption’,
hence this damning report highlighting an increase in corruption during the to-date tenure of the
present government is a matter of great apprehension. He remarked that sitting ministers of the
government are saying that the latest report of Transparency International is based on data collected
during the time of previous governments. If that is true then the government ought to make public
solid evidence and proof to back its claims, otherwise it would be apparent that the government is
purposely resorting to disinformation in order to save face. The Ameer emphasized that the fact of
the matter is that corruption and all other kinds of criminal and unethical practices can never be
eradicated by merely ‘changing the faces of those in power’; instead, the system ought to be
revamped in its entirety. He said that the real need of the hour is for us to embrace the Islamic System
of Collective Justice so that corruption as well as all other ills of the society could be eliminated. The
future of the Muslims of Pakistan is tied to Islam, he remarked. The Ameer concluded by asserting
that we would be eligible for success in this world and in the Hereafter only by establishing and

enforcing the genuine Islamic System.
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
