Lahore (PR): “The national interests of Pakistan must not be sacrificed at the altar of
the demands and conditions of the IMF.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in a statement. The Ameer
said that the statement given by the Advisor to the PM on Finance and Revenue, Shaukat Tarin, that
Pakistan will have to fulfill all five ‘prior actions’ set forth by the IMF as a prerequisite to resume the
$6 billion Extended Fund Facility of the IMF (IMF Program) is alarmingly perilous. The Ameer stated
that these ‘prior actions’ include passing the State Bank of Pakistan (Amendment) Bill 2021,
Withdrawal of tax exemptions and increasing the energy tariffs. The Ameer said that any attempt
made to get the State Bank of Pakistan (Amendment) Bill 2021 passed from the parliament would be
against the national interests of Pakistan. Moreover, the Ameer emphasized while expressing his
apprehensions, that withdrawing tax exemptions and increasing energy tariffs would only result in
further increase in the already ridiculous level of inflation in the country, which is making the masses
suffer badly; and remarked that any reaction of the masses to such steps could jeopardize the law-
and-order situation in the country. The Ameer asserted that our rulers must never forget that the
malevolent powers of the world see the Islamic nuclear state of Pakistan as a thorn in their sides. The
Ameer concluded by stating that it is, therefore, imperative that the government constantly keeps the
national interests and the benefit of the masses at the fore while negotiating agreements with
international organizations so that the enemy powers do not succeed in harming Pakistan in the guise
of ‘monetary assistance’.
