This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in a statement. The Ameer
said that during his address to the UNGA on 27 September 2019, the PM of Pakistan had raised a
robust voice against Islamophobia. During the last three years, Pakistan had been engaged in tireless
ambassadorial efforts at the world stage on various diplomatic forums for eliminating Islamophobia
and organized hate speech, including the publishing of blasphemous caricatures, as well as to stamp
out the discrimination against Muslims.
