The fact is that the political instability and economic crisis in Pakistan
is due to the fact that we have relinquished our ideological identity, both on the individual and
the collective levels, which is our real fault. He said that neither the politicians nor other state
institutions of the country must ever forget that Pakistan was created on the basis of Islam
and its survival and progress, too, is conditional to Islam. Therefore, our salvation as well as
progress and prosperity are only possible if we get onto the right track again.
