Lahore (PR): “Elections are the need of the hour to overcome the chaos and instability
in the country.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, during the Khitab e
Jumu’ah at Qur'an Academy Lahore. The Ameer said that Tanzeem-e-Islami hold firmly the
belief that the Islamic system must be established in Pakistan through a (non-violent and
organized) revolutionary movement, however, we have always stated that until the system of
Islamic social justice is enforced in the country, Pakistan should make use of a democratic
form of governance instead of civilian or military autocratic rule. He said that the differences
among rival political parties, today, have turned into bitter enmity, which is causing enormous
political instability in the country. Consequently, the country is facing the most terrible
economic woes. Therefore, it is the need of the hour that political parties get fresh mandate
from the mases. As far as the dissolved assemblies of Punjab and KP are concerned, it is a
constitutional requirement to hold elections there within 90 days. The fact is that Pakistan has
paid a steep price in the past due to subversion of the constitution. Therefore, it would be in
the national interest that all political parties negotiate and agree on a date to call a general
election, instead of holding elections in only two provinces. All state institutions should
provide the required assistance toward that end, thereafter. The party that comes into power
after that ought to, then, focus on solving the economic problems of Pakistan. The Ameer
concluded by stating that delay in holding elections would only increase the danger to the
national security of Pakistan.
