This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in a statement. The
Ameer said that it is unforgiveable that the Balochistan minister for construction and
communications had set up a private prison in Barkhan, Balochistan where he kept men and
women in bondage, many of whom were also raped.
