Lahore (PR): “The country may encounter anarchy if the constitution and the decisions
made by the judiciary are not honored.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in a statement. The
Ameer said that the Supreme Court had given a clear verdict that the elections in the
provincial assemblies of Punjab and Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (KPK) must be held within the
time-frame given in the constitution, therefore, the President and the Elections Commission
after mutual consultation announced 30 April 2023 as the date for polls in Punjab. Now the
governor of KPK must also give the date for elections according to the decision of the
Supreme Court. He said that every state in the world has certain rules & regulations and
procedures to run the affairs of the state, which is called the constitution, and these rules &
regulations and procedures play an important role in maintaining law and order and protecting
the security of that state. He said that if the constitution was violated or the orders of the
Supreme Court rejected by any party, it would set a bad precedent that may be abused by
individuals and groups to achieve vested interests and would lead to the devastation of the
entire administrative machinery. He said that all state institutions and departments are bound
to provide assistance in enforcing the decisions of the Supreme Court, under article 190 of
the constitution. He said that all relevant stakeholders must submit to the decision of the
Supreme Court and give the date for the provincial elections in KPK so that further turmoil
and chaos could be avoided. Violating the constitution and law or rejecting the decision of
the Supreme Court could be extremely perilous, however, the aggrieved parties have the

right to file a review petition against the decision.
