Lahore (PR): The government, the opposition, and all state institutions must implement the Supreme
Court’s decision as instructed. This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh,
in a statement. He said that, at times, conflicts arise while solving the collective problems of the state
throughout the world, and that the political parties of Pakistan were entrapped in a mutual dispute
concerning conducting of elections. Meanwhile, the Chief Ministers of Punjab and KPK dissolved their
assemblies, and following law, caretaker Chief Ministers were appointed, but they in turn observed
indolence in organizing elections within 90 days, defying law.
