The politicians and state institutions must stop testing the nation.

Lahore (PR): “The politicians and state institutions must stop testing the nation.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in a statement. The Ameer
said that the nation is in a state of torment and frenzy, but the leaders of the nation are unwilling to let
go of their arrogance and egos. While the nation is being marred psychologically as well as physically
due to the rampant inflation, the politicians are doing nothing other than slinging mud on each other.
Pakistan has become the worst performing economy of Asia and there seems to be no end in sight
of the political turmoil. Our friends are advising us to be sensible, while our enemies are scheming to
harm the national security of the country. The Ameer said that the method used by NAB to arrest the
PTI Chairman from the premises of Islamabad High Court has been declared unlawful by the Supreme
Court of Pakistan. The fact of the matter is that no citizen of the country, even if he is the leader of a
big political party, is above the law. If the arrest of a citizen of the country is deemed necessary by
the government, executive and law enforcement agencies, then it must occur within the confines of
the constitution and law and it is the obligation of that citizen to comply with the lawful process of the
law enforcement agencies and contest the matter in the courts. While condemning the violent protest
by the PTI workers in response to the arrest of Imran Khan, in which state property was damaged,
the Ameer said that it is the responsibility of the top leadership of any movement to organize the rank
and file in a disciplined manner and educate and train them in such a fashion that they maintain
patience and avoid disruptive and destructive activities. He commented that the government
crackdown on one political party, like in the past, with violation of their private space during the
process, is a matter of grave concern. He said that it is the responsibility of every citizen to respect
all state institutions and the state institutions must also act according to the constitution and the law
and avoid interfering in the matters of others. He said that the government, opposition and
establishment must also reflect on the advice of the Supreme Court of Pakistan that it is the duty of
one and all to abide by the constitution and ensure the national security of the country, and that all
stakeholders must negotiate to resolve political issues. The Ameer said that PTI and PDM must
resume negotiations so that a framework to hold elections according to the constitution is agreed and
the country is saved from further political instability.
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
