“The government must immediately raise the matter of Dr. Aafia Siddiqui’s
release with the U.S.”

Lahore (PR): The government must immediately raise the matter of Dr. Aafia Siddiqui’s release with
the U.S. This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in a statement. He
reminded that Dr. Aafia Siddiqui was openly handed over to the FBI under the guise of the so-called
“war on terror” during the dictatorship of General Pervez Musharraf in 2003. She was detained in the
infamous Bagram prison, where she was subjected to inhumane torture. Then, decimating any notion
of justice, she was sentenced to 86 years in prison through the American judicial system after
declaring her guilty of ridiculously fabricated charges.
