Lahore (PR): Islam began progressing towards global supremacy during the Caliphate of Hazrat
Umar Farooq (RA). This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in a
statement. He reminded that the first day of the sacred month of Muharram marks the martyrdom of
the second Rightly Guided Caliph (Khalifah-e-Rashid), Hazrat Umar Farooq (RA). The fact of the
matter is that the political reforms implemented during the Caliphate of Hazrat Umar Farooq (RA)
maintain a unique place in Islamic history, for which both believers and non-believers vouch.
