Lahore (PR): “It is the religious and national duty of the government to protect the life,
property and dignity of the minorities.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, while vehemently
condemning the attack and arson of the homes, belongings and churches of the Christian
community in Jaranwala. The Ameer said that Islam fairly and squarely puts the responsibility
of providing protection to the life, property and places of worship of minorities on the state.
Moreover, our constitution also pledges to safeguard the rights of the minorities. The Ameer
said that there can be no doubt that the honor of the Holy Quran and the Holy Prophet (SAAW)
is more precious than the life, property and everything else for a Muslim. It is the responsibility
of the state to take appropriate action if any such incident of blasphemy takes place and after
transparent investigation, the perpetrators must be awarded exacting punishment according
to the law. Notwithstanding, rioting mobs cannot be allowed to violate the law, attack the life,
property and dignity of the citizens of the country and desecrate the religious sacraments of
non-Muslims. The Ameer questioned that how come the district and provincial
administrations did not take any practical measure to stop the shameful incident of Jaranwala
that posed imminent threat to public order. The Ameer demanded that the government must
award exacting punishment to those found guilty of blasphemy as well as those responsible
for destroying the life, property and churches of the Christian community, so that such events
could be stopped in the future.
