Lahore (PR): “The adversarial policy of Pakistan towards Afghanistan could well prove to be
disastrous for us.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem-e-Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in a statement. The Ameer
said that on the one hand the Middle East appears to be on the brink of a big war and sensing the
changing circumstances in our region, China and Iran are improving their relations with Afghanistan.
On the other hand, our perennial enemy India is openly supporting Israel and has taken its gloves off
in hostility towards Muslims. The fact is that troubled relations with Afghanistan proved to be
devastating for us in the past and will not be in our national interest today. The recent visits by the
foreign minister of Afghanistan to China and the Deputy Prime Minister of Afghanistan to Iran, with
the announcement of Afghanistan, China, Iran trade corridors, are important developments in the
region and appear to be a clear message to Pakistan. Our Afghan policy may well isolate Pakistan in
the region. The Ameer said that Pakistan should identify and filter all illegal immigrants in the country
and take punitive action against those involved in criminal activities, while start the process of
registering others. The Ameer said that the statement by the information minister of Balochistan that
even those Afghan refugees who are registered with the government of Pakistan would be deported
is reckless and disconcerting. We must make all decisions amicably after negotiation and meaningful
consultation with the Afghan government. Pakistan must not take unilateral decisions based on the
pressures of any outside force, which could hurt the national interest of our country. It is imperative
that the governments of Pakistan and Afghanistan must remain patient and tolerant, to work together
for resolving all outstanding bilateral issues, so that the nefarious designs of our enemies to cause
rifts between Pakistan and Afghanistan may be defeated.
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
