Lahore (PR): “The conducting of free, fair and transparent elections in the
country must be ensured.”

This was said by the Ameer of Tanzeem e Islami, Shujauddin Shaikh, in a statement.
The Ameer said that it is the considered and resolute opinion of Tanzeem e Islami that
a revolutionary struggle is the only way to change the existing failed system, however,
just as a person needs air and water to survive, similarly, elections are indispensable
for running the administrative system and structure of the country, before the
revolution has occurred. Therefore, the Election Commission, the care taker
government, and the judiciary should ensure the administration of free, fair and
transparent elections on 8 February 2024. Equal opportunities should be provided to
all political parties and candidates to participate in the election. Comprehensive
security measures should be taken to prevent pre-poll rigging and malpractices on the
Election Day. Complete freedom should be granted for the submission of nomination
papers. Scrutiny should be carried out according to the constitution and the law, and
no preferential or prejudicial treatment should be given to anyone. It is essential for
the political stability of the country that political coercion, intimidation, and actions
beyond the constitution and the law be completely avoided. All government and state
institutions should operate within the limits and restrictions set by the constitution,
remain impartial, and refrain from interference in politics. The Ameer emphasized that
while the conduct of general elections under the constitution and the law will
significantly reduce political instability in the country, the establishment of an Islamic
welfare state is actually what can ensure the survival, safety, and progress of
Pakistan. The ultimate and crucial point is that our salvation in the Hereafter is also
connected to this.
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
